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Moreton Bay community unites to plant hundreds of trees
for greener future

Local groups from Moreton Bay came together in July to plant more than 600 native trees and shrubs
at AVID Property Group’s (AVID) new residential community, Elan in Warner.

As part of the masterplan for Elan, more than half of the community will be dedicated to green space
including areas revegetated with native flora and fauna.
